4. Typed Personal Essay with 350 words or less (one typed page maximum) titled “How can Royes Family International increase participation by our youth members in our family organization?”
Selection Criteria:  Selection of scholarship recipients will be based on academic performance, community and extra-curricular activities, leadership, educational/career goals, work history, participation in Royes family events, and financial need.  The selection criteria are weighted appropriately by the Scholarship Committee and no single criteria will prevent an applicant from being considered.
